Selected Applicants (Grantees) will be responsible for conducting a project supported by the Agricultural Inspection Grant Program (AIGP) and for achieving the results described in the application. Each Grantee shall monitor the day-to-day performance of the grant project to assure adherence to statutes, regulations, and grant terms and conditions. The Grantee must carry out the activities described in the approved scope of work. 

The Grantee will be accountable for documenting the use of grant funds and must ensure funds are used solely for authorized purposes. This includes both TDA awarded funds and funds used to achieve the required match. The Grantee must ensure:
